Thank you for allowing me the opportu-
nity to serve as your Mayor.

I have also found 
there are masters of the virtue right here 
among us that we can use as mentors and 
examples.  As we proceed with the issues 
facing this wonderful place to live, it is 
my hope that we will treat each other 
with civility and work together to bring 
out the best solutions for the community 
collectively.
